Notice that the Level 3 Heading has capital letters for all words except articles, prepositions and conjunctions.  It is also bold italics and left-justified. The text under this heading will begin in a new paragraph. 
Conclusion
	Here is where you will begin to write you conclusions.  Notice that the Conclusion section requires a Level 2 Heading.
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
